IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:
1. Each agency listed in Section 9 below, with the exception of the School District below shall send to this Court all files and records relating to the PARTY and the described offense before the 61st day after receiving this Order.  
2. Each agency listed in Section 9 below, with the exception of the School District below, shall delete all index references to the PARTY and the described offense and send to this Court a completed Agency Verification Form which is attached before the 61st day after receiving this Order. 
3. Each agency or official listed in Section 9 below, with the exception of the School District below, shall reply upon inquiry that “No record exists” with respect to the PARTY and the described offense.
4. The School District below shall send to this Court before the 61st day after receiving this Order all files or records relating to the PARTY and any delinquent conduct or conduct indicating a need for supervision as defined in Section 51.03 of the Texas Family Code which is the basis of this sealing order and described herein.  
5. The School District below shall delete all index references to the PARTY and any delinquent conduct or conduct indicating a need for supervision that is the subject of this Order and send to this Court a completed Agency Verification Form which is attached before the 61st day after receiving this Order. 
6. The School District below shall reply upon inquiry that “No record exists” with respect to any conduct by the PARTY that would be considered delinquent conduct or conduct indicating a need for supervision as defined in Section 51.03 of the Texas Family Code and that is the subject of this Order.
7. The Texas Department of Public Safety shall forward this Order to the Federal Bureau of Investigation  with the explanation of the effect of this Sealing Order and request that the records in the possession of the Federal Depository, including any information with respect to this Sealing Order, be destroyed or returned to the Court
8. The custodian of records for the Police Department below shall contact any central federal depository, including the Federal Bureau of Investigation, to which it sent information concerning the arrest or detention of the PARTY to request the depository return all records and files subject to this Sealing Order;

NOTIFICATION OF INSUFFICIENT INFORMATION

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, in the event the above and foregoing public or private agency, institution or officials cannot seal the records, cannot send the records, or cannot delete index references because there is insufficient or incorrect information as stated in the Order, or for some other reason, such entities are hereby ORDERED to notify by submission of the attached appropriate “Agency Verification Form #2” to this Court and the Party or Party’s Attorney before the sixty-first (61st) day after the public or private agency, institution or official receives the Order of their inability to comply with the Court’s Order.

NO CRIMINAL OR CIVIL DISABILITY

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, pursuant to state law, the Party is not required to state and/or acknowledge in any proceeding or in any application for employment, information, or licensing/certification to any state or governmental agency and/or entity that the Party has ever been the subject of a juvenile delinquency proceeding and further that any statement that the Party has been found to be the subject of a juvenile delinquency proceeding or found to have been a child who has engaged in delinquent conduct or a child in need of supervision shall never be held against the Party in any criminal and/or civil proceeding.

DISMISSAL OF ALL ACTIONS

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that any action of the juvenile Court in which the Party was ever:
1.        the subject of a juvenile delinquency proceeding; or
2.        alleged to be a child who engaged in delinquent conduct or conduct indicating a need for supervision; or
3.       granted deferred prosecution or adjudication or any other non-adjudicatory action;

is hereby vacated, and the proceedings in all such causes are hereby dismissed and treated for all purposes as if they never had occurred and all public or private agencies, institutions, and officials named in this order shall reply, upon inquiry, that no files and/or records exist with respect to this juvenile.









SUBSEQUENT ACCESS

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the PARTY, both personally and/or by way of counsel, shall have access after the 61st day following this order, to the original or subsequent records and files in any format including but not limited to hard printed or electronic copy, to review and confirm that this Order Sealing Files and Records has been complied with by the current or former possessors of records related to the PARTY. Current or former possessors includes, but is not limited to, the prosecuting authority, juvenile probation department, law enforcement, school district, placing entities, the clerk of the court who is the repository of the sealed juvenile records, and any other entity listed in Section 9. The PARTY’s parents/guardians shall have the same authority of review as the PARTY or the PARTY’s attorney if the PARTY’s written and signed consent is provided to the clerk of the court.

CLARIFYING ORDERS

Without affecting the finality of this Order Sealing Files and Records, this Court expressly reserves the right to make any Orders necessary to clarify and enforce this Order.  

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that this sealing proceeding is dismissed and is to be treated for all purposes, except as otherwise authorized by law, as if it had never occurred.
